Ottoman Turkish: glalw elle p s, lit. 'Ornament of The World'; c. 1807 - 2 May 1853[1]), was a consort of Sultan Mahmud II, and Valide sultan to their son, Sultan Abdiilmecid I of the Ottoman Empire. Bezmidlem Kadin, called also Bazimialam, was born in 1807 in Georgia.[2][3][4] She had been educated by Esma Sultan, a half-sister of Mahmud II and her
favorite advisor,[5] and was said to have been buxom and a bath attendant before entering the imperial harem.[3][4] She had a beautiful face and extraordinary white and beautiful hands.[6] She was considered very intelligent, although not formally educated. She became a consorts of Sultan Mahmud in 1822, and was given the title of "Third Kadin" and,
on 1832, "Second Kadin".[7] On 25 April 1823, she gave birth to her only son, Sehzade Abdulmecid, later Abdulmecid I. [8] Bezmidlem became Valide Sultan, after Abdulmecid I ascended to the throne in 1839.[4][9][8] One source says that Mahmud died of alcoholism, rather than tuberculosis, and she is reported to have convinced Abdulmecid to destroy
his father's wine cellars.[10] Since her son was only sixteen, Bezmialem, who Abdulmecid loved very much, although not a regent, assisted him in the administration of the state. She was thirty-one and was still young enough to despise and mistrust the elder non-statesman who had made himself minister. She was known for her extremely pale complexion
and her reddish blonde hair. She was slender, with very good-looking fingers. She was very pale, and looked very young when she became the Valide Sultan. She advised her son to allow Koca Husrev Mehmed Pasha to incur the odium of seeking terms from Muhammad Ali of Egypt but urged him to resist the Grand Vizier's attempts to advance his
nominees to important offices of the state. Abdulmecid duly played for time, awaiting Mustafa Resid Pasha's return from England before taking any major decisions on policy. She gave a sound counsel. So shrewd was her judgement of men and their motives that she continued to influence the choice of ministers until shortly before her death fourteen
years later. She also recommended Resid to Abdulmecid because she believed he understood what Mahmud had been seeking to achieve in his reform programme.[4] She influenced the appointments of his son's ministers, inviting him to be wary of old but inexperienced men who sought his favor. A great supporter of her son's reforms and admirer of
Europe, her shrewd and objective judgment was held in high esteem by the sultan, who consulted her regularly until her death. In 1842 Abdulmecid ordered new apartments for his mother on Yildiz Palace. Furnished and decorated in the French style, which was all the rage at the time in the Ottoman Empire, they took the name of Pavilion Kasr-i Dilkiisa
(Pavilion of the happy heart) and were only completed after Bazimialam's death. .[11] Charles White reported in 1844 that the revenues of Bezmidlem came partly as an annuity from the civil list, and partly from real property, "the fruits of gifts and accumulation". He estimated her entirely yearly income at 100, 000 British pounds.[12] Bezmidlem was a
lady of deep religious conviction, and benevolent nature.[13] She belonged to the Nagshbandi, a major Sunni spiritual order of Sufism. She was a believer, and follower of the Indian Muhammad Jan (died 1850).[14] Muhammad Jan was active as of the 1830s and succeeded in gaining many followers in Istanbul.[13] She also taught the orthodox principles
of the Nagshbandi to Abdulmecid.[15] Like Valide Sultan, she favored Georgian Circassians like herself in choosing consorts for her son. Bezmidlem earned a reputation as an intelligent, amiable and charitable woman, and she was among the most loved and respected Valid Sultans in history. Additionally, some ambassadors referred to her as the most
influential Valide Sultan in centuries. A considerable influence was exercised over Abdiilmecid by Bezmidlem.[13] Both her dominant position in the harem and her special position with regard to her son are shown by the letters which she wrote to him when he was on a trip in Anatolia in 1850. She tells how his family watched him leave.[16] She often
wrote letters to his son, whose poor grammar revealed her humble origins and poor formal education, to which he answered in person rather than through intermediaries. Bezmidlem's personal seal read: Devletli, ifetlii Valide Sultan-1 dlisan Hazretleri (His Excellency, His Majesty the chaste and honored Valide Sultan), while a second, more elaborate one
read: Muhabbetten Muhammed oldu hasilhammed Muhabbetten oldu hdasilhammed Muhabbetten old Hdmaméamuza. When Abdiillmecid left Istanbul he left the management of the capital to his mother. At other times that the kadins, were all asking for him; that she had herself taken the children to the bath; that every one prayed for him. She wanted news
of his health. She had passed out the cloth he had sent to the kadins, and to his sisters and brother. She wrote of the birth of twin sons to one of his ikbals, and finally letters of joy telling of the preparations for his return.[1] Like other influential Ottoman women, Bezmialem was a patron of arts and architecture. In 1845, she commissioned a wooden
bridge at the Golden Horn, known as the Cisr-i Cedid (New Bridge), and Valide Bridge.[17] The same year, she commissioned the "Gureba-yi Miislimin" hospital, fountain, and a mosque in Yenibahcge.[9] She also built another "Gureba-yi Miislimin" hospital in Mecca.[18][19] Bezmidlem commissioned Cesmes (fountains) throughout Istanbul. The first was
built in Besiktas-Macka in 1839, just after Abdulmecid ascended the throne. The second was built in 1841 in the Uzunyusuf neighborhood of Silivrikapi. The third known as the "Ulcer Fountain" was built in the Ulger neighborhood of Sultanahmet in 1843. The same year she built another fountain in Topkapi. In 1846, another fountain was built in the
Cihanniima neighbourhood of Besiktas. In 1852-3, another fountain was built in Tarabya. Two another were built in Alibeykoyil, and near the Galata Tower known as the "Bereketzade Fountain".[18][19] She also repaired the fountain of Abdullah Agha in Silivrikap1 in 1841, another fountain in Kasimpasa also in 1841, and Mehmed the Conqueror's fountain
in Topkap1 in 1851. She also commissioned three Sebils. Two in Medina; one on the road to the grave of Hamza ibn Abdul-Muttalib, and another in 1851 near to the above-mentioned one, outside the Damascus Gate, in the vicinity of the so-called Sebil Bahgesi. A third was built in the courtyard of the shrine of Husayn ibn Ali in Karbala.[18][19] Dolmabahge
Mosque of Bezmialem Sultan. In 1850, Bezmialem founded the Darilmaarif (Valide School), near the mausoleum of her consort, Sultan Mahmud. It was an institution that prepared civil servants for both government offices, and the demand for Dariilfiinun. She also established a lithography printer in this school and donated 546 volumes of valuable
writing books to its library by French authors, including Hugo, Lamartine, Baudelaire and Flaubert. Since 1933, the Istanbul Girls High School continues its education in this school. A primary school was also opened near it. She also founded another school in Beykoz, and another primary school in 1841 in the Aks1 neighborhood of Edirnekapi1 Molla.[18]
[19] Bezmialem also founded the Dolmabahge Mosque near the Dolmabahce Palace. Garabed Balyan, and his son Nigogayos Balyan designed the mosque. The mosque consists of a small though lofty dome prayer hall that is preceded by an extensive, truly palatial looking pavilion. The architecture is Neoclassical through and through, with the two
minarets designed as Corinthian columns up to their balconies.[20] The construction of the mosque began before her death was completed after her death.[21][22] Bezmialem Sultan died in the Besiktas Palace[23] on 2 May 1853,[8] of Tuberculosis then raging in Istanbul and was buried in the mausoleum of her husband Sultan Mahmud II located on the
Divanyolu Street, Istanbul.[24][25] Her son Abdilmecid honored her with a magnificent funeral, costing 79,000 kurus, a fortune, and well described by Sir Adolphus Slade in his Turkey and the Crimean War: A Narrative of Historical Events (1867): Female screams at dawn in the palace of Beshik-tash, one morning in early May, announced her mourning
[of Abdiilmecid I] to the passing guards and caiks, and greeted the body which at that early hour was being transported to the caik empire, followed by other caiks with the retinue of the late lady [Bezmialem], to the old menagerie. He was there washed and perfumed according to custom, and lying on a coffin covered with clothing of gold and silver.
Preceded by censers and choristers, he was then brought out from inside the palace and placed in the shade of the trees in the central courtyard for a few minutes, while the court imam recited a prayer for the souls of the dead. During his recital, the spectators, taking off their slippers, remained standing on their soles upside down: The procession was
then formed. Military pashas on horseback, in single file, flanked by their grooms and tchiaushe on foot, led the way, followed by a compact body of Arab dervishes singing vigorously. Then three legal dignitaries rode, also in single file, the cazi-inquirers of Europe and Asia with the evcaf nazir. A body of Khamedes (royal servants) marched later in order.
Then the ministers of state rode in single file; the last three are the Captain Pasha, the Scheick ul Islam and the Grand Vizier. After them rode a body of the Sultan's eunuchs, the leader of which, the kislar agasi, a melancholy-looking Nubian elder, immediately preceded the body. The eunuchs of the deceased, scattering newly minted silver coins among
the crowd, closed the procession. As the procession passed through the streets, flanked at intervals by troops, numerous spectators in the open spaces sobbed loudly; and although oriental women always have tears and smiles on command, those shed on this occasion were sincere, since sex had lost a lawyer that day, the poor friend. The procession
stopped in front of the garden of Mahmoudieh's mausoleum, where, on an elevated slope, the children of the adjacent schools lined up, chanting hymns, and, reforming on foot, proceeded through gilded gates and rose gardens, slowly towards the tomb. When its portals opened, the women of the valeh gathered inside the building to pay the final tribute of
respect to their gracious mistress uttered, sad and plaintive; mingle, strangely harmonious, with the songs of the dervishes and the neighing of the driven horses. The body was buried next to that of Sultan Mahmoud II. Together with Mahmud, Bezmialem had one son: Abdulmecid I (25 April 1823 - 25 June 1861, buried in Yavuz Selim Mosque, Fatih). 31th
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(1808-1839) hanimi ve Sultan Abdiilmecid'in (1839-1861) annesi olan Bezmialem Valide Sultan Osmanl son déneminin 6nemli kadinlarindandir. 1 Temmuz 1839 tarihinde oglu Sultan Abdiilmecid'in tahta ¢ikmasiyla valide sultanlik makamina gelmistir. Vefatina kadar Osmanl Devleti'nde bir kadinin yiikselebilecegi en yiiksek makamda bulunmus dindar,
comert ve ilme deder veren bir padisah esi ve annesi olup kurdugu vakiflar ve yaptig1 hayir isleriyle taninmistir. Dariilmaarif Mektebi (Valide Riistiyesi), Yesil Mektep, Dolmabahge Camii, Vakif Gureba Hastanesi, Vakif Gureba Hastanesi Camii, Edirnekap: Molla Aski mahallesinde Bezmialem Sibyan Mektebi, Dariilmaarif igindeki kiitiiphane ve istanbul'un
muhtelif semtlerindeki cesmeler ve namazgéahlar olmak iizere farkli alanlarda hizmet veren pek cok vakif hayir kurumu yaptirmistir. Kendisi bu 6zelligi ile Osmanli Devleti'nin en fazla vakif kuran valide sultanidir. 1845'te insaat1 tamamlanan ve 1847 yilinda faaliyete gecen Vakif Gureba Hastanesi, hastane tarzi insa edilen binasiyla Osmanh Devleti'nde halk
icin yapilmis ilk hastane olma 6zelligini tasir. Hastanede pek ¢ok doktor tip alaninda uygulama egitimi almis, zaman igerisinde ilk kadin hemsireler de bu hastanede galismislardir. Valide sultanin kurdugu en énemli egitim kurumu istanbul'da Sultanahmet semtinde Sultan II. Mahmud Tiirbesi'nin hemen arkasindaki Valide Riistiyesi'dir. Bu binanin bitisigine
de riistiyeye talebe yetistirmek tizere Yesil Mektep adiyla bir sibyan mektebi kurmustur. Riistiyenin insas1 20 Nisan 1850 tarihinde yapilan bir devlet toreniyle tamamlanmistir. Okul faaliyete gecmeden 0nce validenin onay alinarak islevi degistirilmis ve Sultan Abdillmecid'in egitim alaninda aldig: yeni reform kararlarinin tatbik edildigi bir mektep
statlisiine getirilmistir. Buna gore okulda biirokrasinin ihtiya¢ duydugu bilgili yeni tip memur yetistirme programi dahilinde riistiyelerden daha ileri seviyede bir 6gretim ve miifredatin takip edilmesi istenmistir. Mektebin amagclari arasinda ileride agilacak Darilfiinun'a talebe hazirlamasi beklentileri de vardir. Bu sebeple ad1 Dariilmaarif olarak
degistirilmistir. Bezmialem Valide Sultan'in tesis ettigi hayir vakiflarini ve onlarin idaresi icin tahsis ettigi gelir vakiflarinin yonetimi hakkinda ayrintili bilgileri ihtiva eden biri asil on li¢ii zeyil (ek) olan toplam on dort vakfiyesi vardir. On iiglincii zeyil vakfiyesinde, validenin kurdugu okulda tatbik edilecek esaslara yer verilmistir. Burada okulda verilecek
dersler, hocalarin segimi ve calisma sartlari, okulun diger ¢alisanlarinin vazifeleri ve Yesil Mektep'teki egitim hakkinda bilgiler yer almistir. Validenin dini ilimler, tarih, ahlak, tip, riyaziye, astroloji, dil bilimi, liigat vb. bircok sahadaki kitap ve mecmualardan olusan 6zel kiitiiphanesindeki eserlerin biiylik cogunlugunu sanat degeri yliksek yazmalar teskil
eder. Valide sultan bu kitaplarin biiylik kismini Dartilmaarif Mektebi'nde kurdugu vakif kiitiphanesine vakfetmistir. Kitiiphanenin bir kosesi valide sultana ait dini yonden hayli kiymetli bazi manevi esyalarin sergilenmesine tahsis edilmistir. Bunlarin arasinda som sedef gcekmecesi icinde bulunan "lihye-yi saadet" 6nemli bir degere sahipti. Bezmialem
Valide Sultan'a ait on ficiincii zeyil vakfiyesinde kurdugu bu kiitiiphanenin isleyisi ve calisanlar hakkinda da malumat yer almistir. Burada kiitiiphanede calisacak kiitiiphane memurlarinin calisma zamanlar ve gorevleri ile vakif gelirlerinden alacaklar iicretler belirlenmistir. ilgili vakfiyeye gore iki kiitiiphane memurunun g¢alistirilmasin sart kosan valide
sultan, bunlardan birini okuldaki talebelerin derslerine de yardimci olmak, digerini ise sadece sali ve cuma giinleri disaridan gelecek arastirmacilara hizmet etmekle gorevlendirmistir. Vakfiyeler vakif kurucularinin diinya gorisinu aksettiren 6nemli belgelerdir. Dolayisiyla kiitiphanenin sadece mektep talebelerine hizmet vermek amaciyla kurulmamaig
olmasi ve haftanin iki giinii isteyen ilim erbabinin kiitiphaneye gelerek kitaplardan istifade edebilmesi, Bezmidlem Valide Sultan'in kiitiphane anlayisini ve ilme ve okumaya verdigi ehemmiyeti ortaya koymaktadir. Vakfiyelerin bir arada toplandigi eserin sonunda Dartilmaarif Mektebi'nde tesis edilen kiitiiphaneye vakfedilen toplam 439 cilt kitabin isimleri
kayithdir. Bu kitaplar guinimuzde Yazma Eserler Kituphanesi'nde muhafaza edilmektedir. Bunlar arasinda yer alan mushaf-1 serifler birbirinden essiz tezhiplerle siislenmis, bazilar1 Turkce mealli bircok Kur'an-1 Kerim ve Kur'an-1 Kerim'in belirli varaklarindan olusan kitalarindan meydana gelmektedir. Hat sanatinin en meshur ustadlarinin hattindan ¢ikmis
bircok Kur'an-1 Kerim ve kitalar Bezmidlem Vakif Kiitiiphanesi'nin en degerli eserleri arasinda yer alir. Valide sultanin kitaplar: arasinda delail-i serifler ayr bir yer tutar. Delail-i seriflerin bir tanesi o dénemde Sultan Abdiilmecid'in basimami olan iinlii hattat Mustafa izzet Efendi'ye aittir. Valide sultan vakif gelirlerinden bir kismini tekke ve zaviyeler gibi
ilim ve irfan mekanlarina tahsis etmistir. Kiitiphanesinde tasavvufla ilgili altmis alt1 tane kitap yer almaktadir. Bunlar arasinda en dikkat ¢cekeni diinyada sayica az niishasi bulunan minyatiirlii Mesnevi-i Serif'tir. Kiitiiphanede bulunan bu kitaplarin arasinda uzun yillar medreselerde ders kitabi olarak okutularak pek ¢ok alimin yetismesine vesile olan
eserlerin ve onlara yapilan serhlerin yazma niishalar1 bulunmaktadir. Valide sultan yasadigi dénemde egitim 6gretimi bir yandan vakif olarak kurdugu egitim kurumlar ile desteklerken diger yandan da Istanbul'da faaliyet gésteren 155 medresede 6grenim goren 2254 6grenciye mali destekte bulunmustur. Her yil diizenli olarak ii¢ aylarda sahip oldugu
kiymetli esyalarinin zekatini tespit ettirmis ve bu meblag: medrese talebelerine dagittirmistir. Asirlar boyunca Osmanli padisahlar: her yil ramazan ayinda ilmi alanda en yliksek mertebede bulunan medreselerin hocalarini saraya davet ederek huzur dersi adi1 verilen tefsir dersleri yaptirmislardir. Bezmialem Valide Sultan, oglu Sultan Abdiilmecid'in
baskanliginda toplanan huzur derslerine yasadig: miiddetge her yil bizzat katilmis, tipki padisahlarin vermesi adet olan miktar kadar kendisi de ulemaya ihsanlarda bulunmustur. Vefatindan sonra Sultan Abdiilmecid annesi adina bu ihsanlarn siirdiirmiistiir (bk. Huzur Dersleri). Tirk tarihinde iz birakan bir egitim gonilliisii, hayir sever kadinlardan biri olan
Bezmialem Valide Sultan 2 Mayis 1853 tarihinde Besiktas Sarayi'nda vefat etmistir. Halkin genis katilimiyla ayni giin diizenlenen cenaze merasiminden sonra Sultan II. Mahmud Tiirbesi'ne, esinin yanina defnedilmistir. Eserleri ve hizmetlerinin biiyiik bir kismi gliniimiizde hala faaliyetlerine devam etmektedir. Torunlar1 Sultan V. Murad, II. Abdiilhamid,
Mehmed Resad ve Mehmed Vahdeddin Osmanli Devleti'nin son dért padisahidir.
